KEY FINDING: ADULTS

KEY FINDINGS: CHILDREN

» Children ages 8 to 12 show a strong recognition factor of
McGruff. Nearly eight in ten (78%) said they knew who he
was without being prompted with his nhame. When prompted
with his name, 93% reported that they knew McGruff.

> Kids are very likely to listen to McGruff's advice. Eight in
ten (80%) acknowledge that they would be “likely”, “very
likely”, or “extremely likely” to listen to his advice on
important crime prevention (safety) issues.
